Genesis Chapter 46:28-34

“God’s Perfect Plan”

Points to Ponder: Joseph has just been dramatically reunited with his estranged brothers. Following Joseph’s revelation of his identity Genesis 46 describes the large family’s move out of Canaan. Jacob stops in Beersheba to offer sacrifices to God and receive renewed promises from Him. Then the story pauses to provide a count of Joseph’s descendants by each of his four wives. Jacob is reunited with Joseph, who prepares his family to meet with Pharaoh.   
1. As the family settles in the land of Goshen, briefly discuss the emotional meeting between Joseph and his father, verses 28-30.  (Bro. Wilbert McCoy)
2. In vereses 31-34, Joseph has a plan to provide for his family during the famine, as well as keep them close to him. How do you see Joseph’s wisdom and leadership demonstrated in his plan? (Sis. Deborah Steverson)
Genesis Chapter 47:1-10
“God Meant it for Good”

Points to Ponder: After the family’s journey from Canaan to Egypt, this passage opens on a formal conversation between Pharaoh and Joseph’s family.  He officially grants their request to settle in Egypt. As the famine continues, citizens of Egypt and Canaan turn over their money, land and livestock to Joseph in exchange for food.  

3. As the family settles in Eqypt, briefly discuss the meeting between Jacob and Pharaoh, verses 1-4.(Dr. Dolores Wright).

4. In reading verses 5 and 6, in what ways did Pharaoh show great generocity to Joseph’s family? (Sis. Doris Powell)
