“God Meant It for Good”
Points to Ponder: Jacob is honored according to Egyptian burial customs, but Pharaoh also honors his wishes to be buried in Canaan. His esteem for Joseph is reflected in the way Pharaoh facilitates this burial journey. After Jacob dies, Joseph’s brothers fear that he will bear a grudge against them and avenge himself.
