Point to Ponder: Here God makes it plain what this precept is about. It is about circumcision of the males. It is so much a part of the covenant that the word covenant appears six times in this passage with this precept. Thus, the importance of circumcision is emphasized. As we will note later, circumcision was so important that failure to circumcise brought Divine judgment.  Circumcision was to be strictly observed: refusal to share in the ritual was to be severely punished. A man who refused to be circumcised was to be cut off from the people. This meant that the person was to be removed from those who believed the covenant and followed after God, cut off from those who walked after the faith of Abraham.
