Genesis: 1: 1-25

Bible Class: August 17, 2020
Point to Ponder: One of the unfortunate results of the predominance of evolutionary thought in our educational system and in our entire culture is that it has hindered even us as Christians from reading Genesis 1 from the viewpoint Moses intended when he wrote it. We get bogged down trying to reconcile the creation account with modern science and miss why it is given to us at the very beginning of God’s revelation. We “miss the view” God intended to give us.

2. Should Christians eschew or pursue scientific knowledge and investigation? Why?
3. What is the difference in something “being made,” vs. something “being created?”

5. Please explain in chapter 1 as to why light was created twice on two different days.  
6. Explain 2nd Peter 3:5; Ps. 33:6-9.  What does this suggest about GOD’S creations? 
7. Please explain what GOD did on each day in Genesis chapter 1. 
8. Why do you think GOD did things in an orderly manner? Please read and explain (1st Cor. 14:33, 40.) 
9. Based on Psalm 95:6 & Psalm 19: 1, how should/does the creation form or shape our worship?
